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B FATA, ““The Partition of Bengal was not
only an administrative measure, -but it was a
symbol of a new policy unknown to the traditions
of British rule. It was followed by repression.
Swadeshi workers or preachers were often
prosecuted or persecuted; public meetings in
public places were prohibited; military police were
stationed in quiet centres of populations, and the
committed assaults upon peaceful citizens. Many
of residents of Banaripara, in the district of
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Barisal, where Gurkha soldiers were stationed,
seriously thought of migrating from the place.
Respectable people were falsely charged with
sedition for issuing Swadeshi Circulars....”
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“__If I were asked to sum up in a single word
the most notable characteristics of the East—
physical, intellectual as compared with the west,
the word exaggeration and extravagance is the one
that I shall employ. Itis particularly patent on the
surface of the Native Press.”
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“The highest ideal of Truth is to a large extent
a Western conception.... Undoubtedly Truth took
a high place in the moral codes of the West before
it had been similarly honoured in the East.... We
may prove it by common innuendo that lurks in
the world ‘oriental diplomacy’ by which is meant
something rather tortuous and hybersubtle. The
same may by seen in oriental literature. In your
cpics truth will often be enrolled as a virtue; but
quite as often it is attended with some qualifica-
tion, and very often praise is given to successtul
deception practised with honest aim. 1 remember
rcading in a Indian newspaper the following
paragraph : ’

“There is not a question but that lying is looked
upon with much more disfavour by Europcan than
the Native Society. The English opinions on this
subject are strong, distinct and uncompromising
in the abstract. Hindu and Mohammedan opinions

" are fluctuating, vague and to a greal extent
dependent-upon times, place and persons.”
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“... Now I found a great interest in India
brewing in America. The unrest attracts attention,
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and while the official view is a little to the fore,
there is a real desire to know definitely better. Why
then. should you not send a couple of articles to
te OUTLOOK, .and the ATLANTIC
MONTHLY? People are terrifically interested,
naturally in the personal connection of CURZON
with the genesis of the unrest. My view is. as you
know, that it was Education Bill that did the
work— the convocation speech that roused the
spirit— and Partition that opened war— when this
masterly strategy had prepared the way. Well. full
. light on the Education Bill would be warmly
welcomed.”
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*Those who believe that there is a Divinity that
shapes our minds, naturally wish to invoke Him
at the commencement of every important
undertaking to illumine what is dark in us. to raise
and support what is low, [ am, therefore, at this
moment invoke that':

that supreme Intelligence, the origin of all-things,
worshipped and adored by all. that immutable,
revealed and yet unrevealed, eternal Truth, and
pray that His hallowed namc may help Ats-to
relinquish all that is sordid and sc!fish, unworthy
and unwholly, and put for the our earnest efforts
to attain thc great object we have in view.
This being the inaugural ceremony of an
institution which intends to undertake in its humble .
way the serious work of education— the work of
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training workers for the various departments of
life, I should not be justified in occupying your
time with mere words even if 1 had a richer stock
of them than what I happen to possess.... An
explanation of our aims and our methods may
secure for us greater sympathy and support from

our friends, and may serve to soften, if not to -

silence unfriendly criticism...”
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“Before 1 conclude 1 may be permitted to
address a few words to our teachers and students.

To the former, I have very little to say. They have
by accepting office under the council at
considerable sacrifice of personal interest. shown
such genuine devotion to the cause of National
Education, that no words of exhortation are
necessary from me. [ will only remind them that
our work will be keenly watched and severely
scrutiniscd, and that we should always be preparcd
to be judged by the results of our labour.

Turning now to my young fricnds, the students.
1 would ask them to retnember two things, first.
that they are Indian students, and next, they are
students of institutions under the control of their
National Council. As Indian students they should
be true to the best traditions of student life in India
which in the good old days was a life of
Brahmacharyya. Theirs should be a life of ascetic
simplicity, spotless, purity. and rigid discipline:
and they should cultivate habits of reverence for
superioys, obedience to authority, and readiness
to respond to the call of duty. In their youthtul
ardour they are full of enthusiastic love better than
by conducting themselves so as to make the work
of their National Council of Education a complete
SUCCESS.

“They should not allow the distressing
phantoms an impending examination to haunt them
in their hour of study, but they should read with
the pleasing assurance that gaining knowledge;
and they should remember that student life is a
period of preparation, not merely for the temporary
trial in the examination hall, but also for the
continued trial in the world outside.”
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
